Turning/Emerging Left/Right 

Turning Left – MSPSL

Mirrors – center mirror, left mirror and look forward.

Signal – signal left.

Position – position the car as you approach the junction.

Speed – release accelerator pedal and start to brake.
Gear – select the correct gear for the junction.

Look – before you start turning look into the new road.
Position
For most junctions to the left you should be approximately one metre out from the kerb just before you start to turn in. 

The position from the kerb can vary depending on the junction type and any hazards near/at the junction. 

Speed
If your junction is clear then you should turn in at approximately 10mph. 

The speed can vary depending on the junction type and any hazards near/at the junction. 

Gear
If your junction is clear then you should turn in using 2nd gear. This is the correct gear for 10mph. 

You should start to select 2nd gear as your car approaches 15mph therefore giving time to change the gear then bring the clutch up and through the bite by the time your car reaches 10mph, and before you start to turn in. 

If there is a hazard then you might need to slow more and change into first gear OR come to a stop. 

Look
Before you start to turn into the junction, look into the new road to make yourself aware of any hazards. 
Turning Right – MSPSL

Mirrors – center mirror, right mirror and look forward.

Signal – signal right.

Position – position the car as you approach the junction.

Speed – release accelerator pedal and start to brake.

Gear – select the correct gear for the junction.

Look – before you start turning look into the new road.
Position
For most junctions to the right you should be out towards the centerline (but not over it) just before you turn. For wide streets this can enable traffic to pass on your left while you are slowing down to turn. 

For narrow streets it is better to keep slightly left before turning right as this makes the junction slightly larger therefore easier to turn. 

The position can vary depending on the junction type and any hazards near/at the junction. 

Speed
If your junction is clear then you should turn in at approximately 10mph. 

The speed can vary depending on the junction type and any hazards near/at the junction. 

Gear
If your junction is clear then you should turn in using 2nd gear. 

You should start to select 2nd gear as your car approaches 15mph therefore giving time to change the gear then bring the clutch up and through the bite by the time your car reaches 10mph, and before you start to turn in.

Position
For most junctions to the left you should be approximately one metre out from the kerb and should follow the kerb as it bends to the end of the road. 

For some 'sharp' junctions you will not need to steer left until you start to emerge. 

The position can vary depending on the junction type and any hazards near/at the junction. 

Speed
For most junctions the speed should be reduced to a crawl as you reach the end of the road. 

For some 'open' junctions (junctions where you can see the new road clearly before you reach the end of your road) you could emerge at 10mph. 

The speed can vary depending on the junction type and any hazards near/at the junction. 

Gear
For most junctions this will be 1st gear (the correct gear for crawling). 

You should start to select 1st gear as your car crawls up to the junction and while you are doing the 'Look' section. 

For some 'open' junctions (junctions where you can see the new road clearly before you reach the end of your road) you could emerge in 2nd gear. 

Look
As you approach the end of the road look both right and left to be aware of other road users on the new road. 

You MUST NOT emerge if this would cause road users on the new road to slow or change direction. 
Emerging Right – MSPSL

Mirrors – center mirror, right mirror and look forward.

Signal – signal right.

Position – position the car as you approach the junction.

Speed – release accelerator pedal and start to brake.

Gear – select the correct gear for the junction.
