BENDS
BENDS

A bend is where the road changes direction, without the complication of other roads joining.

 LEFT HAND BENDS 
On the approach to a left hand bend your view will be restricted, so slow down. There could be an accident just out of sight around the bend. If you are travelling too fast you may not have enough time to stop before crashing into an accident. Make sure you can stop within the distance you can see to be safe. You can move towards the centre of the road for a better view but this means there will be less of a safety margin between yourself and approaching vehicles. So keep to the left and slow down as necessary. 

RIGHT HAND BENDS 
Keep well to the left on a right-hand bend; this will give you the best field of view. Do not let this tempt you to enter the bend too fast there may be a slow moving vehicle just out of sight. On some right-hand bends the camber may tend to tip you towards the left side of the road. This will make the bend much harder to turn than you expect. It is too late to find this out when you are in the bend and your brakes can’t help you, in fact braking would only make matters worse. Make sure you can stop within the distance you can see to be safe.
DOUBLE BENDS & SERIES OF BENDS

Keep your speed down and select the appropriate gear for the speed you are travelling and use the accelerator gently. This will help you control the speed and help maximise the grip you have on the road. Look well ahead for possible hazards around the corners. Look at the road surface for camber changes which could affect control of your vehicle.
