REVERSING INTO A SIDE ROAD- ON THE LEFT
Firstly adjust your left door mirror down so the kerb adjacent to the car can be seen clearly.  Remember POM when moving off. Always check for other traffic before you reverse. Make sure there is nothing in your way, particularly children playing behind the car. Effective observation is required throughout the whole manoeuvre. 

· Keep wheels straight and parallel to the kerb.

· Reverse back towards the corner looking out of your rear windscreen. 

· When the rear of the car is level with the beginning of the corner; that’s when the kerb starts to turn around the corner, turn the steering wheel towards the kerb about half a turn (mini badge upside down) this may b more depending on the severity of the corner you are going around.. This is the point of turn.
· Adjust the steering keeping the car the same distance from the kerb at all times if possible and slowly reverse around the corner. Remember you can stop at intervals to keep observing around the car.
· Once the kerb starts to straighten up turn the wheels of the car straight. Make sure mini badge is now the right way up.
· Reverse back about 3 or 4 car lengths in a straight line slowly, adjusting the steering to keep the car parallel to the kerb.
· Finally stop, not forgetting to readjust your left mirror once the manoeuvre is complete.

The three main points to remember when manoeuvring a vehicle:

1. Keep looking all around for pedestrians, they may cross the road behind the vehicle and other road vehicles.

2. Move the vehicle slowly using clutch control, so that the movements of the steering wheel will have the greatest possible effect and any steering errors can be adjusted quickly. 

3. Remember at all times which way the front wheels are pointing.
