ROUNDABOUTS
Give Way
When approaching a roundabout use the MSM routine giving way to traffic from your immediate right to avoid causing any approaching driver to reduce speed or alter course, but if it is clear keep moving. Points of entry at roundabouts are marked by a single broken white line, this is the give way line.

Turning left 

Approach on the left or if there are two lanes use the left hand lane. Use your mirror and signal left. Approach speed should be the same as the traffic flow in the roundabout. Keep to the left in the roundabout and as you exit.
Straight Ahead 

Approach on the left or if there are two lanes use the left hand lane. If there are three lanes in general the middle lane would be used however if there are lane markings always use the appropriate lane. Use your mirrors but no indicator. Keep to that lane in and when you exit the roundabout. Signal left as you are passing the first exit or the exit before the one that you wish to leave at, this shows other drivers that you are leaving at the next exit.
Turning Right 

Approach the roundabout with the right hand signal on and the car positioned towards the crown of the road. If there are two or three lanes use the right hand lane. Maintain the right hand signal until you are passing the exit before the one to be taken. Then change to a left hand signal, this shows other drivers that you are leaving at the next exit. Remember to look in your left hand door mirror and blind spot to make sure it is safe to cross the left hand lane prior to leaving the roundabout.
